You may have seen the signs outside around the Church Office, by
the Day Care entrance and on St. Patrick Street about the
development of the lands at 131 McCaul Street. You might recall
that a couple of years ago, the Redemptorists informed the parish
that we were entering into dialogue with potential developers for the
redevelopment of the property which is owned by the Redemptorist
Community (not by the parish).
