If you wish to make a financial 
contribution, we would be grateful if you would consider 
donating instead to St. Patrick’s Out of the Cold program, 
which also provides nutritious meals each week for those in 
need.

Our Stations of the Cross on Friday March 13th include 
meditations on words of St. Oscar Romero of El Salvador. 
 
In 1977, Oscar Romero was appointed archbishop of San 
Salvador during a time of great political discontent and 
economic strife in El Salvador. In his radio sermons, he often 
spoke out against the violence of the Salvadoran government.  
During his time as archbishop, Romero was known as being a 
voice for the poor and oppressed, risking his life to advocate 
for them; for this he is remembered as a “voice for the 
voiceless”. On March 24, 1980, he was assassinated while 
saying Mass in the Chapel of the Hospital of Divine 
Providence.  We offer this Way of the Cross for people all over 
the world who suffer pain and poverty because of an 
oppressive leadership of violence.

Over time, Tyler found the courage to face his story, make sense 
of his struggles, and take steps toward healing. Today, he says 
counselling has become something he looks forward to—even 
when it’s hard—because it’s helping him grow. Through ShareLife, 
you help people in our community access mental health services. 
You offer healing to those who feel forgotten and hope to those 
who are hurting.
